GREENSBOROUGHñLIVING SPIRIT FELLOWSHIPò 
Two conflicting emotions confronted Greensborough teenager Jake Breheney when he discovered the plight of Australian 

Prisoners during World War 11. He could not fathom how poorly prisoners of war were treated as they built the Thai-Burma 

railway in 1942-43: Almost 2650 Australians died of starvation and disease, but he revered the way the prisoners of war    

handled 16 hour days on small portions of rice and beans. Jake read about the railwayôs construction while researching a    

submission for the Greensborough RSLôs inaugural ñLiving Spirit Fellowshipò, which recently won him a trip to Thailand 

from the 23rd April to the 28th April . He said he looked forward to retracing the steps of Australian prisoners of war at places 

such as Hellfire Pass and Kanchanaburi Cemetery. The way the prisoners were treated was shocking but it was  admirable 

how they pulled through, Jake commented. Last year the Greensborough RSL asked year 11and 12  students at 15 schools in 

the area to submit applications for the Fellowship. Sub-Branch Secretary, Bill Telfer said the Fellowship was aimed to help 

young people understand  the role  Australians played in ensuring freedom should never be forgotten. This would never have 

been possible if it had not been for our major sponsor, Town & Country Hearing who are situated in the heart of           

Greensborough, looks after the hearing concerns of the community in the Diamond Valley area.

Jakes Adventure 

Day 1 (23/04/2011) ï So today Jake and his mate David  left for the airport after a lengthy game of pool; leaving that early 

left them extremely bored for quite a while! After about one hourôs sleep for the entire 9 and a half hour flight, Jake and 

David arrived at Bangkok International Airport at around 5:00am. Our guide ñSydneyò met them and hastily contacted their 

driver.  Ahead of them lay a 3 hour  journey to Kanchanaburi. Upon arriving at the famed War Cemetery, they were greeted 

with a phenomenal sight. Almost 7000 graves lay there, a grim reminder of the cruelty exhibited by the Japanese upon their 

POWs; it truly did reveal the enormity of the cost of this Railway. 

Jake captured images of this, but he is certain that the overwhelming poignancy will not transcend adequately to the viewer. 

After Kanchanaburi, they travelled to the  notorious ñBridge on the River Kwai.ò This steel bridge 

gave a  Monumental view, and it was fantastic to view in person what many of our brave ancestors 

died building for their oppressors ï it truly highlights the immensity of such a task. 

After leaving the Bridge, they travelled to the Hellfire Pass War Museum. Sydney guided us through this amazing historical 

site. The Museum is a great experience, but upon viewing the actual Pass the immense labour that many Diggers undertook 

becomes more relative, but is still beyond fathomable. Greeted by an oppressive heat reminiscent of a sauna, in which  

breathing was an arduous task, we walked along the very paths that many gallant soldiers worked on for months. Using hand 

tools they chipped away, engrossed by dense jungle ï all the while gaining their sustenance from a handful of rice and a pint 

of water a day; how was this meant to sustain them for 18 hour work periods? Whilst this certainly brings one closer to their 

experience it is still beyond unimaginable. They bid farewell to Sydney and had the afternoon at leisure, before meeting up 

with Terry, John, John, Shaunagh, Peter and Nick. 

Day 2 (24/04/2011) ï This morning they set out for Sai Yok Noi Waterfall. This was an amazing spectacle, despite the heavy  

consumerist presence. Jake took photographs of this waterfall and he hopes that they appropriately conveyed its beauty. 

Progressing from this they visited the local Elephant Camp where they experienced a unique ride on one of these majestic 

creatures. From here, they travelled to Wangpho Station. There they experienced a history lesson on the rail gauges and   

concrete retaining walls of the bridge. In addition, they crossed the bridge for about 100m on loose planks ï it was truly an 

exhilarating experience. Seeing in person the ñfruitsò (however spoilt these fruits were) of our ancestorsô labour really          

elucidates the immensity of the task. After lunch and a bit of shopping, they headed to the River Kwae Noi where they 

caught a long-tailed speedboat back to the River Kwai Village Hotel.

25/04/2011 ï ANZAC Day ï Today was the day we ventured to this nation for; the pinnacle of our pilgrimage. Waking at 

2:30am local time, David, Jake and the rest of the tour group headed out to Hellfire Pass at 3:30am in order to secure a 

great vantage point for the ceremony. After they had taken position, an hour and a half of waiting for the ceremony lay 

ahead of us as pilgrims squeezed and jammed into the Pass to pay homage to our fallen heroes. At 5:30am the ceremony 

opened with the Australian Defence Attache kicking off the proceedings. The Governor General then delivered a moving 

speech which tugged at the heartstrings of many a witness. During the half hour ceremony an old digger succumbed to 

fatigue and passed out, Jake was one of the few who stopped taking pictures to assist him (along with about 4-5 other   

people). It is amazing to see that this poignant, breathtaking ceremony was orchestrated in large part by a nation who 

fought against our soldiers in WW2; highlighting the respect our ancestors have earned throughout the world for their   

gallantry. One of our old diggers John Cassidy met the Governor General and appeared on the  Channel 7 news broadcast. 

His emotions overwhelmed him, but that just epitomises how touching this ceremony was, it really unleashed a torrent of 

emotion as one struggles to understand yet acknowledge the ardour our soldiers suffered for us to experience such        

freedom. After leaving the Dawn Service they rushed to the 10:00am Kanchanaburi War Cemetery service. Upon arriving 

at this placed ridden with melancholy and lives cut all too short we were greeted with a one thousand strong crowd. This 

incredibly touching spectacle evoked raw emotion under the stifling humidity, as old wounds for relatives and veterans 

alike were dragged to the surface, revealing the grim reality of warfare. It is also amazing to see how the world community 

bands together to pay homage and respect to the ANZACs, as French, Canadian, Swedish, American, British, Burmese 

and many more Defence Attaches took the opportunity to thank our boys. Progressing from here they visited the           

Thai-Burma Railway Centre where they attempted to dig deep and endeavoured to understand the torment many soldiers 

endured.ñThey gave their tomorrows, so that we could enjoy our todays.ò ï A fitting quote for the sacrifice which many 

gallant men and women had given for all of those who have existed in Australia to experience the liberty that we do. War 

is truly melancholic, thatôs for sure. After this touching day they headed back to the Bangkok Airport where some of the 

group went to board a plane to Cambodia and some boarded a plane back to Melbourne. As you can see by Jakeôs          

experience he is a very worthy recipient of the inaugural ñLiving Spirit Fellowshipò. We are now looking for Sponsors for 

next yearôs trip to Cambodia to coincide with ANZAC Day. I am sure the local community and business can support this 

activity for us to make it an annual pilgrimage by contacting the Secretary Bill Telfer on 94351884 we need your support.
